To get to this point you have embarked on a journey of exploration and re-education. Thank you for taking that giant step into a new and not to easy to understand but highly effective, time honored treatment modality. Now let’s get to work restoring your pet to health.

OUR PRACTICE OF MEDICINE provides a very different experience from conventional veterinary medicine. Classical Homeopathy can be used to treat a broader range of problems than those treated conventionally. However, this modality is not magic. Dr. Elliot also works as a conventional veterinarian on Fridays and Saturdays at a practice on the Upper East Side. She can see patients at this office (227 East 84th Street, between 2nd and 3rd Avenues) by special appointments only. 

To make an appointment to see Dr. Elliot at any location, please call her at 212-741-4000. Please DO NOT CALL THESE OTHER OFFICES TO MAKE AN APPOINTMENT DIRECTLY. If you do this, you may not get to see Dr. Elliot at all or she may not be prepared to see you there.

Cost of Services:

Our consultation fees for initial Intake Visit: $390.00.
The first in-office visit usually runs one hour. This fee also includes time spent doing a comprehensive homeopathic computer analysis of your animal’s case before, during or after your intake appointment.

The first remedy if in pellets/envelope (not liquid form) is free whether given in the office or mailed to you afterwards. After the first remedy, there is a dispending fee for additional remedies.

The time between follow up appointments is three to eight weeks, depending on the severity of the case. In acute cases, follow-up appointments will be more frequent.

Telephone only intake consultations for homeopathic treatment are available for pets with special circumstances, i.e., pets that cannot travel, live out of town/state, owner cannot travel due to special circumstances, etc.

(An office intake is always preferable for the first consultation. After the initial office visit, telephone follow-up appointments can be arranged to discuss animal’s response to homeopathic treatment.) Fees will be pro-rated based on time spent on telephone.
